Why a Flood Resilience 
Checklist?

•Benefits:

• Projects built today will last for decades to come, a significant 
portion of Winthrop is in the current FEMA flood plain and 
that will only increase due to Sea Level Rise and more intense 
storms 

• Provides educational information and awareness to 
developers and property owners, and allows them to make 
informed decisions

• Targets residential development and retrofits  

•Limitations:

• Primarily addresses new construction and deep retrofits, not 
existing buildings

• Does not add new requirements for action/interventions 
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• Why a Flood Resilience Checklist?

• What Developers and Property Owners Can Do to Increase 

Resilience:

1. Understand your property’s current and future flood risk

2. Make structural improvements 

3. Obtain flood insurance to better recover after a flood event

• How climate Change Impacts Flooding
