Ad hoc and unplanned switching from gas

• Individuals who can afford to, switch 
from gas

• Renters and low-income owners can’t 
afford to switch

• Leading to fewer and fewer gas 
customers paying bigger and bigger bills 
as expensive pipe replacement 
continues



We need a utility-scale planned solution.

Strategic: reduced gas infrastructure, same customer base

● Neighborhood by neighborhood
● Everyone is switched to clean heat
● Gas pipes are systematically retired
● Utility-scale financing
● Repaid in monthly utility bills
