TOWN COUNCIL PRESIDENT DECLARATION OF EMERGENCY 

WHEREAS, the Town of Winthrop is forecast to experience a powerful winter storm with heavy 
snow and strong winds impacting the Town of Winthrop which began on February 22, and will 
continue through February 23 and into Tuesday, February 24;  

WHEREAS, the Town of Winthrop is expected to experience minor to moderate coastal 
flooding, widespread heavy snowfall, and storm force wind;  

WHEREAS, the storm poses an imminent threat to public safety with potential flooding, downed 
trees, power outages, storm surges, blizzard conditions along the coast, and property damage 
to include water main breaks and subsequent repairs; 

WHEREAS, declaring a state of emergency will facilitate the Town of Winthrop’s efforts to 
protect persons and property from the dangers of the storm and its aftermath, expedite the use 
of resources, as well as the deployment of state resources, if required, and provide necessary 
assistance in the Town of Winthrop’s emergency response and recovery efforts;  

WHERAS, it is anticipated that the Town of Winthrop will require and request state resources to 
assist us in dealing with this storm emergency; 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Town of Winthrop Charter and the duties and 
responsibilities of the Town Council President, I hereby issue a State of Emergency for the 
Town of Winthrop. 

This proclamation of a State of Emergency is effective immediately and shall remain in effect 
until notice is given, pursuant to my judgment, that the State of Emergency no longer exists.
