The purpose of this letter is to give you an update on the status of work performed or
scheduled to be performed, in order to address the short-term recommended corrective
actions as recommended by Mr. Michael Feeney, Mass Department of Public Health.
These action steps were recommended and should respond to the findings report of Mr.
Feeney to the Superintendent on August 6, 2014. The purpose of these action steps is to
improve the overall air quality at the Winthrop Middle School / High School.

The short term recommendations were identified and deemed to be reasonable corrective
measures given that the estimated usage of the facility asa school building will be limited
to two years. This responsc letter presents the results of a building inspection conducted
on August 14, 2014, by the ‘Winthrop Building Commissioner Al Lagee, Facilities
Manager Richard Cifoni, Senjor Custodian Steve Nickerson and the Chelsea Building
Commissioner.

It is our assessment that most recommendations fall in one of three categories:

1. (Category 1) - WMS/WHS staff cultural / behavior issues — defined as the
st=ff awareness of how its/their respective work spaces are to be managed
throughout the school year.

2. (Category 2) - Regular Maintenance — defined as the way the building is
consistently maintained and serviced. '

3. (Category 3) - Maintenance Plang / Code issues — defined as schedules/plans
in place or to be implemented to maintain a clean and provide for a healthy
~ school environment, and also address building code issues.



All issues ciied by M. Feeneﬁr related to Category 1 have been corrected duting the
anmual summer cleaning of the school. Going forward, under the direction of principal
Eileen Belastock and Superintendent John Macero, the staff working at the WMS/WHS

. will be educated as to-what measures must be taken to ensure a safe learning environment
for both the students and staff. ' ‘

Many of the issues related to Category 2 have been corrected with a remaining few
currently still to be addressed.

Tssues related to Category 3 are ongoing and will be scheduled as needed with
consideration given to the fact we expect the use of the current school building to be 2

years.

To follow is a brief assessment of the recommendations made by the Bureau of
Environmental Health and the status of such:

Operate all ventilation systems throughout the building continnously to maximize
air exchange. .
e Largely a category 1 issues that will communicated to staff for the

upcoming year. .

Remove all blockages / debris from univent and returns to ensure adequate air
flow. i
o Category 1 issue which has been corrected and will be monitored
on an ongoing basis.

Replace all HVAC filters and perform regular maintenance.
o Category 2 issues — Filter changes and regnlar maintenance
scheduled to be performed and completed the week of August 17,
2014 by Cooling & Heating Specialists Ine.
o The cleaning of all ductwork in the athletic facility areas is
currently underway by a licensed contractor.

Consider adopting a balancing schedule every five years for all mechanical
ventilation systems. -

Health Assessment (BEHA) was asked to provide
assistance and cansultation by the ‘Winthrop Board of Health regarding indoor air quality issuss and
health concerns gt the Winthtop Middle School,

© On June 4, 1998, Michael Feeney, Chief of Emergency Responso/Tudoor Air Quality (ERIAQ),
.BEHA, conduoted & site visit with William Trazier, Winthwop Board of Health; Laay Powers, Chief,
Winthrop Fire Department; Robert ‘Prainer, Senior Custodian, Winthrop Middle School; Tom
Giancristiane, Winthrop School Depariment; Iester Tolson, Winthrop School Department; and Jeanne
Magpio, Winthrep Board of Health. This visit was prompted by the reported transport of students to the
Jocal hospital due to the pogsible presence of noxious ndors in classrooms 114,

Alt tests for carbon monoxide were taken with a BioSystems PhD, earbon monoxide detector.
Nio measurable levels of sarbon monoxids were detected in any tested olassroom during this inspection.
Adr teats for total volatlle organic compoumds (VOCs) were taken with 1 Nz Systems Photoionization
Tietector. No nnusnal sources of VOCs wexe detected within classroom tested, however BEHA staff did
identify-several conditions which gan have an adverse effect on indoor air quality.

As described to BEHA, staff by school officials, several students in classroom 114 nearest the
extetior window reported symptorns of nausen snd headaches. This classroom, was cleared of students.
Coneurrent fo this incident, a refrigerator truck had idled at the loading dock for one hoor during a
delivery. The school loading dock is located directly below the windows of olasstroom 114.

During this visit, the windows of elassroom 1 14 were open end the it ventilator was off. The
exhaust venfilation in this classroom was functioning. The inferior of vlassroom 114 and adjacent
classzooms (113, 115, 217, 219, 200, the art room and wood shop) were exerained for point suurees of
materials fhat could have vauged this ineident. No soures Was identifisd within the school during this

inspection,
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During this inspection, a different refiigerator fruck from the provious day made a delivery to the
school at the loading dock. The odor of diesel fuel exhaust was noted entering the windows of
classroom 113. The combination of the open windows and funetioning exhaust system could enhance
the entrainment. of diesal or gasoling exhaust through the open window. The symptoms reported by
students, when considered in eombination of the timing of the food delivery and condition of the
ventilation systern, indicate that diesel exhanst penetration through windows of classroom seems o be

weenr. - . ibo most likely cause of this incident,

Tn addition, teachers had indicated that vehicle exhavst odor in classrooms near the loading dock
is a chronje problem. Tn an effort to address these concerns, it appears that the it ventilators for thege
classrooms were deactivated to prevent exhaust entertaimment.

To eliminate this problem in the short term, school officials had committed to having food
deliveries Hraited to after school hours to prevent vehicle exhaunst entrainment. Adopting this action
permenently 'would be advisable. If imiting deliveries te off-hours is not practical, several options
should be considered. Preventing trucks from idling dnring deliveries would be effective to reduce
vehicle exhanst, but this option may not be practical for refriperated trucks. (The refrigeration umit on
thess types of trucks runs on a separate engine from the truck engine, therefore fossil fuel engine exhaust
is still produced even when the truck is not idling.) Moving the location of the loading dodk, moving the
location of fresh gir intakes and/for limiting the opening of windows in classrooms adjacent to the
loading dock are options that may be conzidered.

- As previously noted, BEHA staff identified conditions that can effect air quality, which are
separate from fhis incident. The unit ventilators in classrooms adjacent to the loading dock were not
fimctioning, It is necessary for univents to function in order o control for comfort in these classtooms.
T addition, these fresh ir supplies need to be balaneed with the functioning exhaust ventilation system.

Storage roum 3 off classroom 115 contained improperly stored hazardous chemicals. The
following conditions were observed in a cabinet in this storeroom.

1. A botfle of uittic acid had heavy crystallization on the sxterior of the container, indicating
that the bottle was not completely sealed.

2. A;:ida are stored in a fireproof wonden cabjoet. Acids can correde insulation and wood. Ttis
also possible that the insutation contains ashestos, which could be released when the acid
erodes this material. Acids need to be stored in a cabinef that is resistant {o degradation by

apid.

. 3, Resctive mateials (nitric acid und hydrogen chloride with ammonium hydroxide) are stored
- together. Acids-should be stored away from bases.

" 4, Non-flammable materials (clomental mercury) are stored In the flameproof cabinet.
. & Thers are a munher of nnlzbeled containers filled with vnknown materials.
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Pleass consider contacting a licensed hazardous waste consuitant coneerning the identification, storage -

and removal of these champicals. In addition, you may wish to congult & licensed ashestos retnoval firm
or the Lead and Asbestos Program of the Massachuseits Depariment of Labor and Workfores
Development gonceming the possibility that the flameproof cabinet insulation may contain asbestos.

We hope you find this information helpful. We have committed o the Winthwop Board of
Health to condwet a full indoor air evaluation at this school after the heating season begins next school

Dear Principal Kelleher,

On Fune 9, 2011, a complaint was received from a parent of one of your students in the Winthrop
Middle School. An inspection was carried out on June 13, 2011 and the following were
observed:

1. Hives following lunch at school- Great emphasis needs to be placed on asking students
and identifying food alletgens. Kitchen staff need to be trained in food safety and
allergen awareness, and nursing staff need to be adequately equipped to deal with any
emergency. ‘

2. Mold in gym hallway near recycling area and cafeteria ceiling- No observable mold
was seen in both places although there are water stain marks on ceiling in recycling area.
I was informed this was due to a pipe leak 4-5 years ago.

3. Mice in cafeteria — Mice traps were observed in the kitchen. Kindly review pest control
and pest management plan.

RE: Insufficient Outdoor Ventilation at the Middle School
Dear Mr. Giancristiano,

This letter is long due since our last phone conversation about the above referenced
. probiem, back in December of 1998. :

My daughter Andrea Tavares, as complained several times about the air quality at the
Middle School. Back in the second week of November of last year, I spoke with the
school murse who informed me that a total of 50 students were logged in ber book on the
Monday of that week alone, for problems with respiratory problems, colds etc. At that
point I became concerned about the number of students that went to see the school nurse,
“and therefore, suspect that the air quality at the Middle school facility is well bellow
accepted standards. By codé,a requirement of 15CEM. per person, 1o dilute indoor air
Contaminants is required:. -7y v <t sl Tl T LT

Tn the past; air quality tests have been done in the town school buildings, and showed very -
high levels of Carbon Dioxide. 1 beliéve, therefore, it would be wise to ask the State
Department of Public Health to perform a new air quality test to assess the problem.

Recent upgrades to the Middle School’s ventilation’s systems that were recently done,
oviosly did not solve the problem that has existed in the past. The existing 127x12”
diffuser located at a corner of each classroom, can not in my estimation as a professional
architect, deliver the required fresh air volume required for each classroom. Base on the
existing duct size, it is impossible to bring the required fresh air even if the air flow
velocity was increased at the main air handling units.

Please call me if I could be of assistance to you.

Middle School Report

JUNE 4,1998

On June 4,1998 at about 1:00 p.m. the Director was contacted to report to the
Middie School . It appears that there was a problem with some type of an odor that
was making the students in Reom 114 ill . Upon arrival at the school I was met by
Captain Flanagan who advised me that his men were in the room taking test of the
air in that room. He also said that they didn’t detect any odor in the room when
they arrived. At this point I observed the students in the library area that were
effected by the edors. Several of them complained of being dizzy and sick ,and had
thrown up. I then went to the classroom where I ,and some of the firefighters went
through the room trying to find the source of the problem . Chief Powers also was
there and went through the room and other sections of the building trying to find a
possible source of this problem .

Not being able to find the source of the problem it was decided by the Fire
Department School Officials and myself to take precautionary action and have those
students effected by the odor sent to the hospital to be checked . We also decided to
call the Department of Environmental Protection and have one of their
environmental engineers come to the school to do some testing . A Mr, Victor
Fonkem from D.E,P. Arrived at the school at about 3:00p.m. and went directly te
the room in question . He tested the air in this room for volatile components ,his
results were negative. We then went to the area outside the school where the
windows of the classroom are . He tested this area ,also the dumpster and again bad
negative results . This area is a loading ramp for the school , and large trucks deliver
to the school in this area, We returned to the office area and reported the results of
his testing to the Fire Chief and School Officials . We then inquired if there were
any deliveries made to this area within the last two hours ,and there were. We then
felt that this could have caused the problem . The fwmes from the truck conld have
been sucked into the room causing the students, and the teacher to become ill,
(Mr.Fonkem will send us a written report of his findings )

He suggested that all the windows of the school be closed over night ,and then check
the room in the morning for any strange odors . I then returned fo the office and
notified the State Department of Public Health of the situation ( Ms. Joan Roth } I
received a eall right back from a Mr. Michael Feeney of the Bureau of
Environmenial Health Assessments . He said that he would meet me at the school at
7:30 a.m. with his equipment and test those areas of the school where the problem
existed. We met at the Middle School on June 5,1998 at 7:30 a.m. with the following
present (Superintendent :Connolly ,Mr. Towlson, Mr. Principal Giancristiano ,
My, Mark Wallace , Mr. Robert Trainor ,Chief Powers , Mrs. Jeanne Maggio of the
Board of Health), Mr. Feeney then proceeded to test the following rooms for air



quality 113,114,115, 213,214 215 also the shop area under the classroom in

, question. :

. Mr, Feeney could not detect anything that could cause anyone to become ill in all
the rooms. He did feel that the trucks left running in the delivery could cause a
problem if the windows were ope ,or if the fumes were sucked into the intakes of
the air exchange system . Mr. Feency also made some suggestions .

1. All old and out dated chemicals have to be removed .

2. All trucks be re scheduled to non school hours.

3. All unused drains be capped off to stop any backup of sewer odors.

4. When the vent systems are in use the aixr intake systems should also be on

Mr. Feeney will send us a complete report of his test results,and also to the School
Department . School was in fuil session on June 5,1998.

On May 13,1997 the Winthrop Board of Health Conducted another inspection of
the Winthrop Middie Scheol . This inspection was conducted in the presents of Mr,
Giancristiano , Mr. Calli , and My, Wallace . During this inspection the following
conditions were observed .

In the Gym area it was observed that the Girls locker room was not swept . The
Boys toilet was not cleaned , there was urin left in the bowls causing a foul oder ,
also there were no hand towels available in this vroom . The cover for the drain in
the floor is missing ,and the floor was not cleaned .

The hallway outside the Gym , and the steps leading to the Aunditorium were not
cleaned . ( there were papers ,dust and stains present in these areas )

An inspection of the Drama room was conducted and again it was observed that
the floor wasn’t properly swept . There was dust and debris around the edges
and under the desk. I also noticed that there were candy wrappers and other
debris left on the counters.

- In the main building it was observed that the hall floors are not being properly

cleaned . There were dust balls in the corners , and stains on the floors that had

not mopped . The same goes for the stairways.

Classrooms that were inspected , and were found unacceptable as far as being

properly swept and spot mopped are , 102 ~ 112 - 110 - 111 ~ 113 - 114 - 115 - this

last reom has Iab sinks that are filled with weeks of trash buildup , also the small

storage holes in the front of the desk are filled with trash . Other classrooms that

were inspected and found unacceptable were 108 - 106 - 209 - 210 - 213 but 204 :
and 201 were found to be O.K. -
The Girls toilet on the first floor was cleaned ,but it appeared that it was clcaned
with a dirty mep or with dirty water. .
The boys recm on the first floor had a odor as if it was not properly disinfected .



The Winthrop Board of Health is not satisfied with the condition of this school . It
appears to us that that someone is not doing their work properly , or that the system
being used to clean the school needs to be adjusted . Once again we suggest that one
person be placed in charge of this problem who can over see all the schools , and is
responsible for there cleanness . Your continued cooperation in this matter would be
greatly appreciated.
