Joe-

You have requested an opinion as to whether there are any restrictions of record or applicable special legislation which
would affect the Town's use of the property at 141 Pauline Street, Winthrop {the “Premises”) for future re-development
plans. It is my understanding that the Town is considering using the Premises for a use other than as a school. |
reviewed the Title Report and title examination performed by our title examiner, Marsh, Moriarty, Ontell & Golder,
P.C., and find that the record title discloses that the Town acquired a portion of the Premises by virtue of Orders of
Taking by eminent domain “for the purpose of the enlargement of the present school house lot on the corner of Pauline
Street and Waldemar Avenue and now used for school purposes, and for erecting thereon a building to be used for a
public schoal, or an addition to the existing school house building on said present school house lot, for the use of said
Town;” and acquired the remaining portion of the Premises by Deeds to the Town, as described below. The Deeds to
the portions of the Premises do not disclose the purposes for which the lots were acquired and Town Meeting Votes
authorizing the acquisition of those lots were not recorded for those Deeds with the Suffolk County Registry of

Deeds. In my opinion, a search of the Town Meeting votes of the Town would be necessary in order to clearly
determine that the purpose of the acquisition was for school purposes. However, in the event that these votes cannot
be found, it is reasonable to assume that since this property was the site of an existing school building and the takings
were for school purposes, that these acquisitions were also for school purposes.

The Title Examiner performed a title examination of the records of the Suffolk County Registry of Deeds commencing as
of July 6, 1906, which is the date of the execution of the first Deed in the chain of title into the Town. The Town is the
owner of the Premises by virtue of the following Deeds and Takings:

1. Deed dated July 6, 1906 from Edward C. Atwood and Caroline S. Atwood to Town of Lot 8, Pauline Street shown
on Plan recorded with said Deeds at End of Book 2400, said Deed being recorded with said Deeds in Book 3143,
Page 543;

2. Deed dated July 6, 1906 from Clarence S. Eldridge and Evelyn M. Eldridge to Town of Lot 5, Pauline Street shown
on Plan recorded with said Deeds at End of Book 2400, said Deed being recorded with said Deeds in Book 3144,
Page 159;

3. Deed dated July 10, 1906 from Charles H. Brooks to Town of Lot 11, Pauline Street shown on Plan recorded with
said Deeds at End of Book 1279, said Deed being recorded with said Deeds in Book 3145, Page 2;

4. Deed dated July 28, 1906 from Hattie S. McDewell, Executrix of the Will of Eliza M. Soule to Town of Lot 12,
Pauline Street recorded with said Deeds at End of Book 1279, said Deed being recorded with said Deeds in Book
3145, Page 600;

5. Order of Taking dated April 29, 1912 of Lot 7 and a portion of the thirty foot private way shown on Plan
recorded with said Deeds at End of Book 2400, said Taking being recorded with said Deeds in Book 3631, Page
629;

6. Confirmatory Deed from James B. Johnstone and Emma g. Johnstone dated May 10, 1912, recorded with said
Deeds in Book 3634, Page 312, conveying the property recited in the Taking in the above-referenced Item #5.

7. Order of Taking dated April 30, 1915 of Parcel containing 2,268 square feet off Pauline Street, shown on Plan
recorded with said Deeds at Book 3878, Page 244, said Taking being recorded with said Deeds in Book 3878,

Page 244; and



8. Confirmatory Deed from Samuel Wheelock dated May 22, 196 recorded with said Deeds in Book 3957, Page 368,
conveying the property recited in the Taking in the above-referenced ltem # 7.

Since the Takings were made for school purposes and if the acquisitions of the lots by Deeds also have been acquired for
school purposes, then it is my opinion that pursuant to G.L. c. 40, Section 15A, the Board having care, custody and
control of the Premises, may determine that such land is no longer needed for that purpose, and shall deliver a notice of
determination to the Town Council, whereupon the Town Council by a vote of two-thirds of all its members may
transfer the care, custody, management and control of the Premises to the same or another board for another specific
municipal purpose. :

In addition, the title to the Premises references abutting Town property being used for a playground. Please confirm for
me that the Premises does not include any portion of the playground site or any use of the playground for park purposes
as such findings may affect the Town’s options as to its change in use of the applicable portion of the Premises.

Since you also have advised me that there may be special legislation which restricts the use of the Premises, [ have
ordered research of the special acts of the Commonwealth since 1906 to determine if there s special legislation limiting
the Towr’s use of the Premises. Once | have completed the research as to special legislation | will advise you of my

findings.
